The Bible says #a]l have sinned and fall short of
glory.” (Romans 3:23) Psalm 69:33 says “For the Lord hears the needy and does not de-
spise his own people who are prisoners.”

2 Corinthians 5:17 “Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are
passed away; behold all things are become new.”

Bringing the Word to prisons through Bible studies, worship service and seminars greatly
assist prisoners seeking God's guidance. We have found that many prisoners were
Christians, but have drifted away from God and are now ready to re-dedicate their hearts
and lives to Christ. There are many instances of those that have been saved who are now
serving the Lord in many different churches and local prisons.

There are also prisoners who are serving life sentences who have been savedin prison
through Bible studies and worship services that have greatly impacted them dealing
with life in a prison. They become leaders in prison and help fellow inmates cope with
life within a prison.

New York has 71 facilities that house over 50,000 prisoners. We visit several State
Facilities in this area that include: Wende, Wyoming, Orleans, Livingston, Auburm,
Gowanda, and Collins. We have found that many prisoners through true repentance and
faith in the Lord Jesus Christ are coming hack to God to be a better person and a possible
neighbor because “today’s inmates are tomorrow’s neighbors.”
